Application Procedure: Steps to be followed to apply online
Step 1: Registration Form:

Register for the Online Application Form and note down the system-generated Application
Number. The candidate should provide the required details while filling the Online Application
Form and he/she is also required to create PASSWORD and choose Security Question and enter
his/her Answer. After successful submission of the personal details, an Application Number will
be generated and it will be used to complete the remaining Steps of the Application Form and will
also be required for all future reference/correspondence. The generated Application Number will
be used/referred for both Sessions of JEE (Main) - 2026. For subsequent logins, the candidate will
be able to login directly with the respective system generated Application Number and created
Password by him /herself.

Step 2: Application Form:

The Candidates can log in with the system-generated Application Number and pre-created
Password for completing the Application Form including filling up of personal details, applying for
the Paper, choosing the Examination Cities, providing the details of Educational Qualifications and
uploading the images and documents. The candidate will have to upload his/her live photograph
at the time of filling of the application form and will also have to upload his/her Scanned Images
of Photograph (.jpeg/.jpg), Signature, Class X or Equivalent Certificate/Marks-sheet and
PwD/PwBD Certificate (wherever applicable).

Scanned copy of Identity Proof (for those candidates who will verify their identities through
methods other than Aadhaar or DigiLocker) should be in format JPG/JPEG between 10 kb to
200 kb (clearly legible).

Scanned copy of Disability/UDID certificate should be a pdf between 50 kb to 300 kb (clearly
legible).

INTRODUCTION
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1.1 About National Testing Agency (NTA)

The Ministry of Education (MoE), Government of India (Gol) established the National Testing
Agency (NTA) as an independent, autonomous, and self-sustained premier testing organization
under the Societies Registration Act (1860) for conducting efficient, transparent and international
standardized tests in order to assess the competency of candidates for admission to premier higher
education institutions with a mission to improve equity and quality in education by developing and
administering research-based valid, reliable, efficient, transparent, fair and international level
assessments.

NTA has created a system that is promoting teaching (by teachers), learning (by students) and
assessment (by parents and institutions). NTA strongly believes in the quality, efficiency,
effectiveness, equity, and security of assessments. To practice these values, NTA is constantly
engaging with its stakeholders, viz. students, parents, teachers, experts and partner institutions.

1.2 Objectives of NTA

1. To conduct efficient, transparent and international standardized tests in order to assess
the competency of candidates for admission.

2. To undertake research on educational, professional and testing systems to identify gaps in
the knowledge systems and take steps for bridging them.

3. To produce and disseminate information and research on education and professional
development standards.

The Department of Higher Education, Ministry of Education, Government of India has entrusted the
responsibility of conducting the Joint Entrance Examination (Main) to the NTA since 2019 onwards.

1.3 About Joint Entrance Examination (Main) - 2026

The Joint Entrance Examination, JEE (Main) comprises of two papers. Paper 1 is conducted for
admission to Undergraduate Engineering Programs at NITs, IIITs, other Centrally Funded
Technical Institutions (CFTIs) and Institutions / Universities funded / recognized by participating
State Governments. JEE (Main) is also an eligibility test for JEE (Advanced), which is conducted for
admission to IITs. JEE (Main) Paper 2 is conducted for admission to B. Arch and B. Planning courses
in the country.

The JEE (Main) - 2026 is being conducted in 02 (two) sessions for admissions in the next academic
session. The candidates will thus benefit in the following ways:

e This will benefit the candidates by giving them two opportunities to improve their scores in
the examination if they are not able to give their best in the first attempt.

e In the first attempt, the candidates will get a first-hand experience of taking an examination
and will know their mistakes which they can improve while attempting for the second time.
This will reduce the chances of dropping a year and the candidates would not have to waste
an entire year.

e If anyone misses the examination due to reasons beyond control (such as the Board
Examination), then candidate will not have to wait for one entire year.

e A candidate need not appear in both Sessions, if he/she so desires. However, a candidate
appears in more than one Session then his/her best of the JEE (Main) - 2026 NTA Scores will
be considered for preparation of the Merit List/ Ranking.

1. The results of JEE (Main) Paper 1 will be used for B.E/B.Tech, and also other programs like
Integrated M.Sc., Integrated M.Tech, Integrated B.Tech and MBA, Bachelor of Science, Bachelor of
pharmaceutics, Bachelor of Design, etc.

2. JEE (Main) - 2026 Session 1 for Paper 1 (B.E./B. Tech.) will be held between 21 January
and 30 January 2026 and Session 2 will be held between 02 April and 09 April 2026 tentatively. This
is being done to ensure that the JEE (Main) - 2026 does not interfere with the Board examinations,
which may be held at different times across the States/UTs. JEE (Main) Paper 2A (B. Arch) and JEE
(Main) Paper 2B (B. Planning) are also being held twice a year (January and April 2026).

Note 3.2:- The candidates can appear in JEE (Main) - 2026 conducted by NTA as per the above
mentioned qualifying Examination. However, the candidates should satisfy themselves for
eligibility to appear or get admission in any Institute/ University etc, as per their eligibility
criteria and visit the respective websites/ view notifications. NTA is responsible only for
conduct of JEE (Main) Examination and no grievances / RTI etc, will be entertained regarding
qualification criteria for any particular Institute/ University etc.

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3.3 Year of Appearance in Qualifying Examination

Candidates those who have passed the Class XII / Equivalent Examination in 2024, 2025 or those
who are appearing in the Class XII / equivalent Examination in 2026, are eligible to appear in JEE
(Main) - 2026.

Candidates who passed the Class XII / equivalent Examination in 2023 or before are not eligible to
appear in JEE (Main) - 2026. Passing year for class XII (or Equivalent Examination) means the year,
in which the result of the candidate has been declared as ‘pass’ for the first time in that particular
Examination (Class XII/ Equivalent Examination).

For example, if a candidate has passed Class XII with Physics, Chemistry and Biology subjects in the
year 2023 and further passed Class XII in Mathematics in the year 2024, then year 2023 will be
considered as passing year of Class XII for appearing in JEE (Main). Similarly, any attempt of
improvement in marks/percentage of class XII/ Equivalent Examination will not be considered as
their first attempt.

Note 3.3: The Candidates who are appearing for Class XII Board Examination in the year 2026 can
mention their Roll Number/ Registration Number / Enrollment Number etc. in the relevant fields
during filling up the Online Application Form for JEE (Main)- 2026.

3.4 State of Eligibility

State code of eligibility means the code of the State from where the candidate has passed the Class
XII (or Equivalent) qualifying Examination by virtue of which the candidate becomes eligible to
appear in JEE (Main) - 2026. It is important to note that the State code of eligibility does NOT
depend upon the native place or the place of residence of the candidate. For example, ifa candidate
appears for the Class XII (or Equivalent) qualifying Examination from an Institution situated in
New Delhi and is a resident of Noida, Uttar Pradesh, then the candidate’s State code of eligibility
will be Delhi and NOT Uttar Pradesh.

If a candidate has passed the Class XII (or Equivalent) qualifying Examination from one State but
appeared for improvement from another State, the candidate’s State code of eligibility will be from
where the candidate first passed the Class XII (or Equivalent) Examination and NOT the State from
where the candidate has appeared for improvement.

Candidates passed / appearing for Class XII from NIOS should select the State of Eligibility
according to the State in which the study Centre is located.

For Indian nationals passing the Class XII (or Equivalent) Examination from Nepal/Bhutan, the
State code of eligibility will be determined based on a permanent address in India as given in the
passport of the candidate.

The State code of eligibility for OCI passing the Class XII (or Equivalent) Examination in India is at
par with Indian nationals. However, OCI passing the Class XII (or Equivalent) Examination from an
institution abroad are eligible for All India quota seats (but NOT for Home State quota seats) in all
NITs, IIITs and Other-CFTIs.
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4.1 Reservations

Indian nationals belonging to certain categories are admitted under the seats reserved for them in
accordance with the rules prescribed by the Government of India. The categories and the extent of
reservation are as follows:

1. General category belonging to Economically Weaker Section (GEN- EWS) - 10% of seats in
every course. The benefit of reservation will be given only to those General category
candidates who satisfy the conditions given in the OM No. 20013/01/2018-BC-II dated 17
January 2019, issued by the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment. The criteria for
GEN-EWS will be as per the prevailing norms and/or notifications of the Government of India.

2. Other Backward Classes belonging to the Non-Creamy Layer (OBC- NCL) - 27% of seats in

every course.

a) OBCsshould be listed in the current updated central list of OBCs (http://www.ncbc.ac.in).

b) OBCs present in the State list but not covered in the central list of OBCs (as per the list
in http://www.ncbc.ac.in) are NOT eligible to claim the reservation.

c) The criteria for OBC-NCL will be as per the notification of the Government of India.

d) Candidates belonging to the creamy layer of OBC are NOT entitled to reservation. Such
candidates are treated as belonging to the General (GEN), i.e. Unreserved Category, and
they will be eligible only for the OPEN seats - the seats for which all candidates are
eligible.

Scheduled Caste (SC) - 15% of seats in every course.

Scheduled Tribe (ST) - 7.5% of seats in every course.

Persons with Benchmark Disability (PwBD) - 5% seats in each of the GENERAL, GEN-EWS,

OBC- NCL, SC and ST category seats.

4.2 Provisions relating to Persons with Disability (PwD)/ Persons with Benchmark
Disability (PwBD)

4.2.1 The Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016

The Gazette of India, Extraordinary Part-1I Section 1, Ministry of Law and Justice (Legislative
Department) New Delhi dated 28 December 2016 on “The Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act,
2016. The relevant paragraphs of the above Gazette Notification for consideration are as under: -

Para 2 (r) “person with benchmark disability” means a person with not less than forty percent of a
specified disability where specified disability has not been defined in measurable terms and
includes a person with disability where specified disability has been defined in measurable terms,
as certified by the certifying authority;

Para 2 (s) “person with disability” means a person with long term physical, mental, intellectual or
sensory impairment which, in interaction with barriers, hinders his full and effective participation

in society equally with others;

Para 2 (zc) “specified disability” means the disabilities as specified in the Schedule; (Appendix - II)
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4.2.2 Office Memorandum dated 29 August 2018

Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment, Govt. of India, Office Memorandum No. F. No.
3402/2015-DD-III dated 29 August 2018 for conducting written examination for persons with
specified disabilities covered under the definition of Section 2(r) of the RPwD Act, 2016. The
relevant paragraphs of the above Office Memorandum for consideration are as under: -

Para IV. The facility of Scribe/Reader/Lab Assistant should be allowed to any person with
benchmark disability as defined under section 2(r) of the RPwD Act, 2016 and has limitation in
writing including that of speed if so desired by him/her.

In case of persons with benchmark disabilities in the category of blindness, locomotor disability
(both arms affected-BA) and cerebral palsy, the facility of scribe/reader/lab assistant shall be
given, if so desired by the person.

In case of other category of persons with benchmark disabilities, the provision of
scribe/reader/lab assistant can be allowed on production of a certificate to the effect that person
concerned has physical limitation to write, and scribe is essential to write examination on his
behalf, from the Chief Medical Officer/Civil Surgeon/Medical Superintendent of a Government
health care institution as per proforma at Appendix - III.

In case the candidate is allowed to bring his own scribe, the qualification of the scribe should be
one step below the qualification of the candidate taking examination. The person opting for own
scribe should submit details of the own scribe as per proforma at Appendix-V.

4.2.3 Office Memorandum dated 10 August 2022

Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment, Govt. of India, Office Memorandum No F. No. 29-
6/2019-DD-III dated 10 August 2022 for conducting written examination for persons with
specified disabilities covered under the definition of Section 2(s) of the RPwD Act, 2016 but not
covered under the definition of Section 2(r) of the said Act, i.e. person having less than 40%
disability and having difficulty in writing. The relevant paragraphs of the above Office
Memorandum for consideration are as under: -

Para 3(b). The facility of scribe and/or compensatory time shall be granted solely to those
having difficulty in writing subject to production of a certificate to the effect that person
concerned has limitation to write and that scribe is essential to write examination on his/her
behalf from the competent medical authority of a Government healthcare institution as per
proforma at Appendix-IV.

Para 3 (c). The medical authority for the purpose of certification as mentioned above should
be a multi-member authority comprising the following: -

i. Chief Medical officer/Civil Surgeon /Chief District Medical Officer, Chairperson

ii. Orthopaedic/PMR specialist

iii. Neurologist, if available*

iv. Clinical Psychologist/Rehabilitation Psychologist/ Psychiatrist/Special Educator

v. Occupational therapist, if available*

vi. Any other expert based on the condition of the candidate as may be nominated by the
Chairperson.
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(* the Chief Medical Officer/Civil Surgeon/Chief District Medical Officer may make full efforts for
inclusion of neurologists, occupational therapist from the nearest District or the Medical

College/Institute, if the same is not available in the District)”
The candidate should fill up the details of scribe as per undertaking proforma at Appendix-V.

4.2.4 Scribe and Compensatory Time

1. The candidate should have the discretion of opting for his own scribe / reader / lab
assistant or request the Examination Body for the same. The Examining Body may also
identify the scribe / reader / lab assistant to make panels at the District / Division / State
level as per the requirements of the Examination. In such instances the candidates should
be allowed to meet the scribe before the Examinations so that the candidates get a chance
to check and verify whether the scribe is suitable or not.

2. The word “extra time or additional time” that is being currently used should be changed
to “compensatory time” and the same should not be less than 20 minutes per hour of
Examination for persons who are allowed use of scribe / reader / lab assistant. All the
candidates with benchmark disabilities who are eligible for availing the facility of scribe in
terms of guidelines vide para IV of Para 4.2.2 above may be allowed additional time of
minimum of one hour for Examination of 3 hours duration whether they use the facility of
scribe or not. In case the duration of the Examination is less than an hour, then the duration
of additional time should be allowed on pro-rata basis. Additional time should not be less
than 5 minutes and should be in the multiple of 5”.

Note 4.2.4

1. Both the guidelines i.e. dated 29 August 2018 (for PwBDs) and dated 10 August 2022
(for PwDs) have other important aspects such as allowing use of assistive devices,
proper seating arrangement, accessibility of Examination centres etc. which will be
followed. The scribe will help the Candidate in reading the questions and / or keying in the
answers as per the directions of the Candidate. A scribe will NEITHER explain the questions
NOR suggest any solution to the Candidate.

2. Itis to be noted that the Scribe will be provided by the National Testing Agency (NTA), if opted
for by the Candidate. If it is found at any stage that a candidate has availed the services of a
scribe and/or availed the compensatory time but does not possess the extent of disability that
warrants the use of a scribe and/or grant of compensatory time, the candidate will be excluded
from the process of evaluation, ranking, counselling and admission. In case such a candidate
has already been admitted to any Institution, the admission of the candidate may also be
cancelled.

Physical Disability certificate (Unique Disability Identification (UDID)) issued by the notified
medical authority needs to be uploaded in the Online Application Form of JEE (Main) - 2026.
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3. The NTA does not guarantee any change in the category or sub-category (PwD/PwBD status)
after the submission of the Online Application Form, and in any case, no change will be
entertained by NTA after the declaration of NTA Score for JEE (Main) - 2026. The category/sub-
category (PwD/PwBD status) entered in the JEE (Main) Database by the candidate will be used
for the JEE (Advanced). Therefore, the candidates are advised to fill in the category/sub-
category column very carefully.

4. The extent of “specified disability” in a person shall be assessed in accordance with the
“Guidelines for the purpose of assessing the extent of specified disability in a person included under
the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016.

5. Candidates must note that the benefit of reservation will be given to them subject to verification
of documents. If it is discovered at any stage that a candidate has used a false/fake/incorrect
document or has furnished false, incorrect or incomplete information, in order to avail the benefit
of reservation, then such a candidate shall be excluded from all admission processes. In case such
a candidate has already been given admission, the admission shall stand cancelled.

4.3 Reservation Policy of State Government

In the case of the Institutes run/aided /recognized by State Governments, the reservation policy of
the respective State Governments shall be applicable.

Note - 4.3

1. The benefit of reservation for admission to NITs/ IIITs and CFTIs shall be given only to those
classes/castes/tribes which are in the respective Central List published by the Government of
India from time to time.

2. The benefit of reservation will be given only to those castes and tribes that are mentioned in
the respective central list of corresponding states published by the Government of India
(websites: http://socialjustice.nic.in and https://ncst.nic.in).

CHAPTER -5
CONDUCT OF EXAMINATION
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5.1 Choice of Cities

The Cities where the JEE (Main) - 2026 Session 1 will be conducted are given in Appendix -VI. While
applying, candidates can select up to a maximum of four cities of their choice within the States
provided in their Present and Permanent Address. All efforts will be made to allot the city of
Examination to the candidates in order of choice opted by them in their online Application Form.
However, due to administrative/logistic reasons, a different city can be allotted.

In case, there are very few candidates from a City, the NTA reserves the right to merge one, two or
more cities.

The decision of the NTA regarding the allotment of the City/Centre shall be final. No further
correspondence or request shall be entertained in such a case.

While filling up the Online Application Form, candidates can select maximum four Convenient
Cities from Appendix - VI as their Choice of Cities for the exam Centre in order of their priority.
Choice of Centre Cities will be limited to the State of Permanent Address or State of Present
Address only and in certain cases, only one option may also be available based on the address
criteria.

In case of foreign candidates also, Choice of Cities will be based on their Present and
Permanent address from Appendix -VI for the exam Centre in order of their priority.

For convenience, the candidates may select their own city or neighbouring cities in their State of
Residence or permanent address only. NTA will not be responsible for any inconvenience due to
the incorrect selection of cities by the candidates.

In case, the number of candidates opting for a city as a Centre with a regional language is less than
a certain minimum, candidates may be allotted a Centre in another city irrespective of the city opted
by the candidates for appearing in the examination.

Though every effort will be made to allot a Centre in one of the cities selected by the candidate, the
NTA reserves the right to allot a Centre in a city other than the candidate’s choice.

Allotment of Centres will be done mostly in one of the preferred cities of the candidates and there
will be no human intervention.

Note 5.1 -: All efforts will be made by NTA to consider the comfort and convenience of candidates,
including PwD/ PwBD Candidates while allotting Centres.
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5.2 Admit Card

The e-Admit Card will be issued provisionally to the candidates through the NTA website:
https://jeemain.nta.nic.in/, subject to the fulfillment of the eligibility conditions and receipt of the
prescribed application fee by NTA.

The candidate has to download the Admit Card from the NTA website. The candidate will appear
in the Examination at the given Centre on the date and shift/timing as indicated in his/her e-Admit
Card.

No candidate will be allowed to appear at the Examination Centre, on the date and shift/time other
than that allotted to them on their Admit Card.

In case a candidate is unable to download his/ her Admit Card from the website, he/ she should
approach the NTA Help Line Number: 011-40759000 between 10.00 A.M. to 05.00 P.M.

The candidates are advised to read the instructions on the Admit Card carefully and strictly follow
them during the examination.

In case of any discrepancy in the particulars of the candidate or his/her photograph and signature
shown in the e-Admit Card and Confirmation Page, the candidate may immediately approach the
NTA Help Line from 10:00 A.M. to 05:00 P.M. In such a case, the candidate should appear in the
Examination with the already downloaded Admit Card. However, NTA will take necessary action
to make corrections in the record later.

Note - 5.2:

1. Any candidate reporting at the centre after the gate closing time will not be permitted to
appear for the Examination and any act of forceful entry or any representation/argument
with the exam functionaries will lead to consideration of the act by the candidate as UFM.

2. The Candidates may note that Admit Card will not be sent by post.

3. In no case, the duplicate Admit Card for Joint Entrance Examination (Main) - 2026
would be issued at the Examination Centres.

4. The candidates must not mutilate the Admit Card or change any entry made therein. Any

intentional act to bring in any change or tampering of Admit Card if noticed, will be

considered as UFM.

Candidates are advised to preserve their Admit Card in good condition for future reference.

6. No Admit Card shall be issued to the candidates whose applications are found to be
incomplete for any reasons (including indistinct/ doubtful photographs/unsigned
Applications) or who do not fulfill the eligibility criteria for the Examination.

7. lIssue of Admit Card, however, shall not necessarily mean acceptance of eligibility which
shall be further scrutinized at subsequent stages of the admission process.

8. The candidates are advised to check their registered Email ID’s regularly and reply to any
clarification sought by NTA during the entire cycle of Examination.

Any request for change in the
particulars and uploaded scanned images at any stage will not be considered by NTA under any
circumstances. NTA will not entertain the corrections sent by the candidate through
Post/Fax/WhatsApp/E-mail /by Hand.
Candidates are NOT allowed to carry Instruments, Geometry or Pencil box, Handbag, Purse, any
kind of Paper/ Stationery/ Textual material (printed or written material), Eatables and Water
(loose or packed), Mobile Phone/ Earphone/ Microphone/ Pager, Calculator, DocuPen, Slide
Rules, Log Tables, Camera, Tape Recorder, Electronic Watches with facilities of calculator, any
metallic item or electronic gadgets/ devices in the Examination Centre/ Hall/Room.
Candidates are requested to retain both hard and soft copies of the Confirmation Page, Admit
Card, and Scorecard of the JEE (Main) - 2026 as the same will not be available after 31 July
2026.
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13. Candidates MUST carry the following documents on the day of Examination at the test centre.
In the absence of these documents, candidates will not be allowed to appear for the Examination.

a. Print copy of Admit Card along with Self Declaration (Undertaking) downloaded from the NTA

14. For Rough work

All calculations/writing work is to be done only in the Rough Sheet provided at the Test Centre in
the Examination Room/Hall and on completion of the test, candidates must hand over the Rough
Sheets to the Invigilator on duty in the Room/Hall.

Candidate must write their Names and Application Number on the top of each Rough Sheet
provided to him/her during the Examination. In case candidates are found swapping the rough
sheets, they will be considered as UFM and appropriate action will be taken as per relevant clauses
of UFM.

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5.5 Unfair Means Practices and Breach of Examination Rules

5.

5.1 Definition

Unfair Means Practice is an activity that allows a candidate to gain an unfair advantage over other
candidates. It refers to any actions or behaviour by a candidate that violate Examination rules and
compromise the integrity, fairness, or confidentiality of the Exam. It includes, but is not limited to-

Being in possession/use of any item or article in the Exam Hall which has been prohibited or can
be used for unfair practices, including any stationery item, communication device, Mobile Phone,
Bluetooth device, smartwatch, calculator, electronic device, accessories, any items restricted by
the Examination Agency or any other material or information relevant or not relevant to the
Examination in the paper concerned;

Engaging someone to write an Examination (impersonation) or preparing material for copying;
Assisting other candidates to engage in malpractices, giving or receiving assistance of any kind
directly or indirectly or attempting to do so;

Contacting or communicating or trying to do so with any person, other than the Examination
Staff, during the Examination time in the Examination Centre;

Peaking and interacting, talking, whispering, cheating, writing on hands/desks, assisting others
during the Exam;

Passing answers or communicating through hand signals or gestures, looking at another
student’s screen;

Threatening any of the officials connected with the conduct of the Examination or threatening
any of the candidates;

Using or attempting to use any other undesirable method or means in connection with the
Examination;

Manipulation, Locking and fabrication of online or Physical documents/Certificates viz. Admit
Card, Self- Declaration, score card, Aadhaar Card or any certificates/documents issued by any
Government authority etc.;

Forceful entry in /exit from Examination Centre/Hall beyond the specified time;

Use or attempted use of any electronic device after entering the Examination Centre;
Affixing/uploading of wrong/morphed photographs/signatures on the Application Form/Admit
Card/ Proforma;

Passing on the rough paper with scribbling;

Trying to hack the system, possession/use of USBs, hacking tools, cheating through Screen
recording, taking photos/screenshots, Bluetooth devices, logging in with another person's
credentials or fake ID, trying to hack the test software, tampering, pausing or altering test timer,
sharing or leaking digital copies of questions

Creating obstacles in the smooth and fair conduct of the Examination;

Fidgeting and looking here and there;

In possession of bits of written/ printed paper;

Any candidate with more than one Application Number (more than one SCORE CARDS) will be
treated as UFM, even if found at a later stage, and strict action will be taken against that
Candidate;

Producing/uploading manipulated Disability Certificate/ Medical Certificate or Documents;
Breaching Examination rules or any direction issued by NTA in connection with various
Examination from time to time;

Any other malpractices declared as Unfair Means by the NTA;

An offence punishable under the Public Examinations (Prevention of Unfair Means) Act, 2024.
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5.5.2 Punishment for using Unfair Means Practices

During the course of, before, or after the Examination if a candidate indulges in any of the above or
similar practices, he/she shall be deemed to have used unfair practices and booked under the
Unfair Means case UFM. A Committee will be constituted to review all UFM cases.

NTA reserves the rights to take appropriate action as per the procedures & norms and punishment
or punitive actions will be taken based on the nature of offence.

The candidate may be debarred up to 3 years in the future and shall also be liable for criminal action
and /or any other action as deemed fit. No representation in this regard will be entertained by the
NTA.

5.5.3 Cancellation of Result

The result of JEE (Main) - 2026 of the candidate(s) who indulge in Unfair Means Practices will be
cancelled and will not be declared. Similarly, the result of those candidates who appear from the
Centre other than the one allotted to them or allow another candidate/person to write the
examination on his behalf will be cancelled. Any candidate who appears in a Session more than
once will lead to cancellation of his/ her candidature and will be debarred as per relevant
UFM clause. No plea will be entertained in this regard.

5.6 Answer Key and Challenges
5.6.1 Display of Answer Key for Challenges

1. The NTA will display the Provisional Answer Key of the questions along with the recorded
Response of the candidate on the NTA website: https://jeemain.nta.nic.in/, with a Public
Notice, issued to this effect on the said website, to provide an opportunity to the candidates to
challenge the Provisional Answer Keys with a non-refundable online payment of X 200/- per
question challenged as processing charges. The provisional Answer Keys are likely to be
displayed for two to three days.

2. Only paid challenges made during the stipulated time through the key challenge link will be
considered. Challenges without justification/evidence and those filed on any other medium
other than the prescribed link will not be considered.

3. The NTA decision on the challenges shall be final and no further communication will be
entertained. NTA will not inform the Candidates individually about the outcome of the
challenges made.

4. The subject experts will examine all the challenges received and then a final answer key will be
displayed and declared.

5. The result will be compiled based on the final answer key declared on NTA website. No
grievance with regard to answer key(s) and recorded response(s) after the declaration of
result/NTA Score of JEE (Main) - 2026 will be entertained.

5.6.2 Display of Question Paper attempted and Recorded Responses

The NTA will display the recorded responses and Question Papers attempted by the candidates on
the NTA website https://jeemain.nta.nic.in/ prior to the declaration of the result / NTA Score. The
recorded responses are likely to be displayed for two to three days. The candidates are advised
to download their Response Sheet and retain a hard copy since the same will not be provided at a
later stage.
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5.7.JEE (Main) NTA Score for Paper-1 and Paper-2

Evaluation of multiple-choice questions for Paper-1 and Paper-2 will be carried out using final
answer keys and the raw (actual) marks obtained by a candidate will be considered for computation
of the result of JEE (Main) - 2026. In Paper 2(A), the marks obtained by the candidates after digital
evaluation of Drawing Test will be added to the total marks. For multi-shift papers, raw (actual)
marks obtained by the candidates in different shifts/sessions will be converted to NTA Score.

The detailed procedure for the compilation of the NTA Score is available on the NTA Website and
also in the Appendix-VII of the Information Bulletin.
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5.7.1 Compilation and display of Result of Paper-1 of JEE (Main) - 2026

a) Compilation and display of NTA Score for Session 1 of Paper-1:

The Session 1 of JEE (Main) - 2026 Paper-1 will be conducted in multi-shifts, and the NTA scores
will be calculated corresponding to the raw (actual) marks obtained by a candidate. The
calculated NTA scores for all the registered candidates will be declared on the website. This will
comprise the NTA scores for each of the three subjects (Mathematics, Physics and Chemistry)
and the total in B.E. / B. Tech of Session 1 of Paper 1 of JEE (Main) - 2026.

b) Compilation of NTA Score for Session 2 of Paper-1:

Similarly, Session 2 of JEE (Main) - 2026 Paper-1 will be conducted in multi-shifts, and NTA
scores will be calculated corresponding to the raw (actual) marks obtained by a candidate.
The calculated NTA scores for all the registered candidates will comprise the two NTA scores
for each of the three subjects (Mathematics, Physics and Chemistry).

c) Compilation and display of results including overall Merit List/Ranking of Paper 1:

The NTA scores for each of the candidates in Total in Paper-1 for Session 1 as well as for Session
2 of JEE (Main) - 2026 will be merged for the compilation of results and preparation of the
overall Merit List/Ranking. The best of the two NTA Scores in Total (and not in individual
subject) will be considered for further processing for those candidates who appeared in both
sessions.

In case of a tie, i.e. when two or more candidates obtain equal Total NTA Score in JEE (Main) -
2026, the inter-se merit of such candidates shall be determined as per “Method of resolving ties”
given in Chapter 2 for Paper 1[2.4 (5)].

The NTA scores and rank of Paper-1 of JEE (Main) - 2026 for all candidates who appeared in
Session 1 as well as in Session 2 for JEE (Main) - 2026 will be declared on the NTA website. This
shall comprise the NTA scores obtained by the candidate in Session 1, NTA scores obtained
in Session 2, and NTA scores for those who appeared in both sessions (best of the two Total NTA
scores) along with the status of those who qualify for appearing in JEE (Advanced) - 2026 is
provided subject to other conditions of eligibility being met. The rank shall comprise the All
India rank and the All India category rank.

Note 5.7.1: The Score Card of candidates will be generated as per their Names in the 10th
Certificate/ Mark sheet.

5.7.2 Compilation and display of Result of Paper-2A (B. Arch) and Paper-2B (B.
Planning) of JEE (Main)-2026

a) Compilation and display of NTA Score for Session 1 of Paper 2A or Paper 2B:

Since JEE (Main) - 2026 Paper-2A (B. Arch) or Paper-2B (B. Planning) will be conducted in two
sessions, NTA scores will be calculated corresponding to the raw (actual) marks obtained by a
candidate. The calculated NTA scores for all the shifts of Session-1 will be declared on the
website. This will comprise the NTA scores for each of the three parts (Mathematics, Aptitude
Test and Drawing Test or Planning Based Test) and the total in Paper 2A (B. Arch) or Paper
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2B (B. Planning) of Session 1 of JEE (Main) - 2026.

b) Compilation of NTA Score for Session 2 of Paper 2A (B. Arch) or Paper 2B (B. Planning):

Similarly, the NTA score of Session 2 of JEE (Main) - 2026 Paper 2A (B. Arch) or Paper 2B (B.
Planning) will be calculated corresponding to the raw (actual) marks obtained by a candidate
in that session. The calculated NTA scores for all the shifts will comprise the NTA scores for each
of the three parts (Mathematics, Aptitude Test, and Drawing Test or Planning Based Test) and
the total in Paper 2A (B. Arch) or Paper 2B (B. Planning) of Session 2 of JEE (Main) - 2026.

Compilation and display of results including overall Merit List/ Ranking of Paper 2A (B. Arch)
or Paper 2B (B. Planning):

The NTA scores for each of the candidates in Total in Paper 2A (B. Arch) or Paper 2B (B. Planning)
for Session 1 as well as for Session 2 of JEE (Main)-2026 will be merged for compilation of results
and preparation of overall Merit List/Ranking. The best of the two NTA Scores in Total (and not
in individual subject) will be considered for further processing for those candidates who
appeared in both sessions.

In case of a tie, i.e. when two or more candidates obtain equal Total NTA Score in JEE(Main)-
2026, inter-se merit of such candidates shall be determined as per “Method of resolving ties”
given in Chapter- 2 for Paper-2A (B. Arch) and Paper-2B (B. Planning).

The NTA scores and rank of Paper-2A (B. Arch) or Paper-2B (B. Planning) of JEE (Main) - 2026
for all candidates who appeared in Session 1 as well as in Session 2 for JEE (Main) - 2026 will be
declared on the NTA website. This shall comprise the NTA scores obtained by the candidate in
Session 1, NTA scores obtained in Session 2 and NTA scores for those who appeared in both
sessions (best of the two Total NTA scores). The rank shall comprise the All India rank and All
India category rank.

A copy of the Final NTA Score of JEE (Main) - 2026 will be sent to the registered e-mail address
of the Candidates.

Note 5.7.2 -:

1 The All India Rank shall be compiled and declared after conduct of Session 2 of JEE (Main) -
2026 Examination.

2 No Score/Rank Card will be dispatched to the candidates and the candidates are advised to
download their Score/Rank Cards from the JEE (Main) website: www.nta.ac.in/,
https://jeemain.nta.nic.in/ only.

3 Only the All India Rank (AIR) is used for admissions through Central Seat Allocation Board
(CSAB)/]Joint Seat Allocation Authority (JoSAA) to NITs/ IlITs/ CFTIs/ SFIs/ Others.

4 All participating Institutions that do not use the Centralized Seat Allocation Process will
prepare their own ranking based on the performance in JEE (Main) - 2026 and other criteria as
decided by them.

5 The National Testing Agency (NTA) is an examination conducting body and not an

admission giving authority. Therefore, NTA does not collect the information regarding the
total number of seats available in the institutions or the eligibility and reservation criteria
followed by the institutions.
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5.8.2 Eligibility for Admission to Other Institutions

The policy mentioned in Section 5.8.1 could also be adopted by other Technical Institutions
participating in counselling through JoSAA/CSAB. In case a State opts to admit students to the
engineering Colleges affiliated with State Universities, the State may prepare a separate rank list
based on criteria decided by them.

For B. Plan., the candidates should have passed the qualifying examination with at least 50% marks
in Mathematics and 50% marks in aggregate of the qualifying examination.

As per the Gazette of India dated: 19 July 2023, F. No. CA/498/2023/MSAE (Regulations), the
eligibility criteria for B.Arch. has been updated as mentioned below:

“No candidate shall be admitted to architecture course unless she/he has passed 10+2 or equivalent
examination with Physics and Mathematics as compulsory subjects along with either Chemistry or
Biology or Technical Vocational subject or Computer Science or Information Technology or
Informatics Practices or Engineering Graphics or Business Studies with at least 45% marks in
aggregate or passed 10+3 Diploma Examination with Mathematics as compulsory subject with at
least 45% marks in aggregate.”

Note 5.8.2:

1. Institutes may have their own eligibility criteria, seat allocation rules and admission process.

2. The letters / e-mails / grievances / queries / RTI applications / Court cases pertaining to
admission related matters/procedures will not be entertained by NTA. The same may be
addressed to the concerned Counseling/Authorities/Admitting Institutions.

Note 5.8: NTA is responsible only for conduct of JEE (Main) Examination and not for admission to

1. Physical disability.—
A. Locomotor disability (a person's inability to execute distinctive activities

associated with movement of selfand objects resulting from affliction of musculoskeletal
or nervous system or both), including—

(a) "leprosy cured person” means a person who has been cured of leprosy
but is suffering from—

(1) loss of sensation in hands or feet as well as loss of sensation and
paresis in the eye and eye-lid but with no manifest deformity:

(i1) manifest deformity and paresis but having sufficient mobility in
their hands and feet to enable them to engage in normal economic activity;

(iii) extreme physical deformity as well as advanced age which
prevents him/her from undertaking any gainful occupation, and the
expression "leprosy cured"” shall construed accordingly:

(b) "cerebral palsy” means a Group of non-progressive neurological
condition affecting body movements and muscle coordination, caused by damage
to one or more specific areas of the brain, usually occurring before, during or
shortly after birth:

(c) "dwarfism" means a medical or genetic condition resulting in an adult
height of 4 feet 10 inches (147 centimeters) or less;

(d) "muscular dystrophy” means a group of hereditary genetic muscle
disease that weakens the muscles that move the human body and persons with
multiple dystrophy have incorrect and missing information in their genes, which
prevents them from making the proteins they need for healthy muscles. It is
characterised by progressive skeletal muscle weakness, defects in muscle
proteins, and the death of muscle cells and tissue:

(e) "acid attack victims" means a person disfigured due to violent assaults
by throwing of acid or similar corrosive substance.

B. Visual impairment—

(a) "blindness" means a condition where a person has any of the following
conditions, after best correction—

(1) total absence of sight; or

(i1) visual acuity less than 3/60 or less than 10/200 (Snellen) in the
better eye with best possible correction: or

(1ii) limitation of the field of vision subtending an angle of less than
10 degree.

(b) "low-vision" means a condition where a person has any of the following
conditons, namely:—

(i) visual acuity not exceeding 6/18 or less than 20/60 upto 3/60 or
upto 10/200 (Snellen) in the better eye with best possible corrections; or

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(11) limitation of the field of vision subtending an angle of less than
40 degree up to 10 degree.

C. Hearing impairment—

(a) "deaf™ means persons having 70 DB hearing loss in speech frequencies
in both ears;

(b) "hard of hearing" means person having 60 DB to 70 DB hearing loss in
speech frequencies in both ears;

D. "speech and language disability" means a permanent disability arising out of
conditions such as laryngectomy or aphasia affecting one or more components of
speech and language due to organic or neurological causes.

2. Intellectual disability, a condition characterised by significant limitation both in

intellectual functioning (rasoning. learning, problem solving) and in adaptive behaviour
which covers a range of every day. social and practical skills, including—

(a) "specific learning disabilities” means a heterogeneous group of conditions
wherein there is a deficit in processing language. spoken or written, that may manifest
itself as a difficulty to comprehend. speak, read, write, spell, or to do mathematical
calculations and includes such conditions as perceptual disabilities, dyslexia,
dysgraphia, dyscalculia, dyspraxia and developmental aphasia:

(b) "autism spectrum disorder" means a neuro-developmental condition typically
appearing in the first three years of life that significantly affects a person's ability to
communicate, understand relationships and relate to others, and is frequently associated
with unusal or stereotypical rituals or behaviours.

3. Mental behaviour,—

"mental illness" means a substantial disorder of thinking, mood, perception,
orientation or memory that grossly impairs judgment. behaviour, capacity to recognise
reality or ability to meet the ordinary demands of life. but does not include retardation
which is a conditon of arrested or incomplete development of mind of a person, specially
characterised by subnormality of intelligence.

4. Disability caused due to—
(a) chronic neurological conditions, such as—

(i) "multiple sclerosis" means an inflammatory. nervous system disease in
which the myelin sheaths around the axons of nerve cells of the brain and spinal
cord are damaged, leading to demyelination and affecting the ability of nerve
cells in the brain and spinal cord to communicate with each other;

(i1) "parkinson’s disease” means a progressive disease of the nervous
system marked by tremor, muscular rigidity, and slow, imprecise movement, chiefly
affecting middle-aged and elderly people associated with degeneration of the
basal ganglia of the brain and a deficiency of the neurotransmitter dopamine.

(b) Blood disorder—

(1) "haemophilia” means an inheritable disease, usually affecting only
male but transmitted by women to their male children, characterised by loss or
impairment of the normal clotting ability of blood so that a minor would may
result in fatal bleeding;

(i1) "thalassemia” means a group of inherited disorders characterised by
reduced or absent amounts of haemoglobin.

(1i1) "sickle cell disease" means a hemolytic disorder characterised by
chronic anemia, painful events, and various complications due to associated
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tissue and organ damage:; "hemolytic” refers to the destruction of the cell
membrane of red blood cells resulting in the release of hemoglobin.

5. Multiple Disabilities (more than one of the above specified disabilities) including
deaf blindness which means a condition in which a person may have combination of

hearing and visual impairments causing severe communication, developmental. and
educational problems.

6. Any other category as may be notified by the Central Government.

Procedure to be adopted for compilation of NTA scores for Multi-Shift Papers

Appendix-VII

NTA may conduct Examinations on multiple dates, generally in two Shifts per day. The
candidates will be given different sets of questions, one question paper per Shift, and it is quite
possible that in spite of all efforts to maintain equivalence among various question papers, the
difficulty level of these question papers administered in different Shifts may not be exactly the
same. Some of the candidates may end up attempting a relatively tougher set of questions
when compared to other sets. The candidates who attempt the comparatively tougher
examination are likely to get lower marks as compared to those who attempt the easier one.
In order to overcome such a situation, a “Normalization procedure based on Percentile
Score” will be used to ensure that candidates are neither benefitted nor disadvantaged due to
the difficulty level of the Examination. With the objective of ensuring that a candidate’s true
merit is identified and that a level playing field is created in the above context, the
Normalization Procedure, set out below shall be adopted, for compiling the NTA scores for
multi-Shift papers.

The process of Normalization is an established practice for comparing candidate scores
across multi-shifts papers and is similar to those being adopted in other large
educational selection tests conducted in India. For normalization across Shifts, NTA
shall use the percentile equivalence.

Percentile Scores: Percentile scores are scores based on the Shift-wise relative performance
of all those who appear for the examination. The marks obtained are transformed into a scale
ranging from 100 to 0 for each Shift of examinees.

The Percentile Score indicates the percentage of candidates that have scored EQUAL TO
OR BELOW (same or lower raw scores) that particular Candidate in that Shift. Therefore
the topper (highest score) of each Shift will get the same Percentile of 100 which is
desirable. The marks obtained in between the highest and lowest scores are also
converted to appropriate Percentiles.

The Percentile score will be the Normalized Score for the Examination (instead of the
raw marks of the candidate) and shall be used for the preparation of the merit lists.

The Percentile Scores will be calculated up to 7 decimal places to avoid the bunching
effect and reduce ties.

The Percentile score of a Candidate is calculated as follows:

100 X Number of candidates appeared in the ‘Shift’ with raw score EQUAL TO OR LESS than the candidate

The total number of the candidates who appeared in the ‘Shift’

Note: The Percentile of the Total shall NOT be an aggregate or average of the Percentile of the
individual subject. The percentile score is not the same as the percentage of marks obtained.

Example: Suppose a test was held in 4 Shifts of Examinees as per details given below:

(Allocation of Days and Shifts was done randomly)

(a) The distribution of candidates was as follows:

In this method of scoring the HIGHEST RAW SCORE in each paper (irrespective of the raw
scores) will be the 100 Percentile indicating that 100% of candidates have scored equal to or
lesser than the highest scorer/ topper for that Shift.

Percentile Score of 100 for their respective Shift.

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STEP-BY-STEP PROCEDURE FOR NORMALIZATION AND PREPARATION OF RESULT:

Step-1: Distribution of Examinees in two Shifts:

Candidates have to be distributed into two Shifts randomly so that each Shift has an
approximately equal number of candidates. These two Shifts would be as follows:

Day-1 Shift -1, Day-1 Shift -2

In the event of more number of days or less number of Shift, the candidates will be divided
accordingly.

This will ensure that there is no bias in the distribution of candidates who shall take the
examination. Further, with a large population of examinees spread over the entire country, the
possibility of such bias becomes remote.

Step 2: Preparation of Results for each Shift:
The examination results for each Shift will be prepared in the form of

» Raw Score
> Percentiles Scores of Total raw scores

The Percentiles would be calculated for each candidate in the Shift as follows: Let TP1 be the
Percentile Score of the Total Raw Score of that candidate.

No. of candidates appeared from the Shift with raw score EQUAL To
Total Percentile 100x OR LESS than the score of the candidate

(TPI): S

Total no. of candidates who appeared in the Shift

Step-3: Compilation of NTA score and Preparation of Result:

The Percentile scores for the Total Raw Score for all the Shifts (Day-1 Shift -1: Day-1 Shift -2) as
calculated in Step-2 above would be merged and shall be called the NTA scores which will
then be used for the compilation of results and further processing for deciding the
allocation.

In the event of the percentiles corresponding to the eligibility (cut-off) marks for the multi-
Shifts being dissimilar/unequal, the lowest will be the eligibility cut-off for that category for
all candidates (i.e. all Shifts).

For Example: In the Examination held in two Shifts, if the 40% marks correspond to a Percentile
score of 78 in Shift 1 and 79 in Shift 2, then all those equal to or above 78 percentiles (Percentile
score of 100 to 78) in both Shifts will become eligible in General Category. A similar method
will be adopted for the other categories to determine eligibility cut-offs. In case the examination
is held in more number of Shifts the same principle shall apply.

Computer Based Test (CBT)

The major examinations being conducted by NTA are Computer-Based Tests (CBT). A CBT
requires candidates to sit in front of a computer terminal (node) allocated to them against their
Roll number and Admit card. After logging the candidate will get detailed instructions for the
examinations. At the designated time of the start of the examination, the candidates will be able
to proceed and see the questions on the computer screen using the computer mouse.
Candidates will have the option to change/modify/edit/answers already entered at any time
during the examination.

Procedure for appearing in Computer Based Test (CBT):

(Sample/mock test will be available on the NTA website: www.nta.ac.in for hands-on
practice)

(a) A computer terminal (node) indicating the Roll Number will be allocated to each
candidate. Candidates should find and sit on their allocated computers only. Any
candidate found to have changed room/hall or the computer on their own other than the
one allotted would lead to cancellation of candidature and no plea in this regard would
be entertained.

(b) For login, the candidate will have to enter a login ID and password. The computer
terminal allotted to the candidate will display the WELCOME login screen, the Candidate’s
photograph and the subject opted by the candidate.
